The Bethany Community School is a primary school serving children in grades pre-kindergarten to sixth grade. Over 500 elementary-age students are enrolled at the Bethany Community School.

When it comes to students at all grade levels, I want to make sure their classrooms, gymnasiums, auditoriums and other common areas are safe and enjoyable for learning. Thanks to this STEAP grant, the Bethany Community School will have a new playground for its students – making going to school a rewarding and enjoyable experience for some of the town’s youngest children,” said Governor Rell.

 

Governor Rell thanked State Senator Joseph Crisco (D-17) and State Representative Vickie Nardello (D-89) for helping to secure this $120,000 STEAP grant for the town of Bethany.

 

STEAP grants provide financial assistance for projects that encourage economic development and preserve the character of the state’s less populated towns. More than $19.7 million in STEAP funds for 72 towns were on the Bond Commission agenda. The funds will enable 83 projects across the state move forward.
