The Bethany Pre-Kindergarten program provides special education and related services for young children as prescribed in their individual education plans. 

Children with identified special needs are accepted for enrollment based upon the recommendation of the Bethany Planning and Placement Team.  Children without special needs are accepted for limited openings each year on a tuition basis.  

The Pre-Kindergarten program is currently seeking peer models for the three year old program.
